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Introduction

This is the sixth edition of Group for the Advancement of Doctoral Education in Social Work’s (GADE)
Program Guide to Doctoral Study in Social Work (GADE Guide). GADE first published the GADE Guide in
1985, well before the birth of the modern Internet, in order to bring together information about all the
Social Work Doctoral Programs in the United States into a single publication. In 1985, there were 49
doctoral programs listed in the GADE Guide, including 30 PhD programs and 19 DSW programs. The
GADE Guide, along with GADE as an organization, has expanded greatly since the publication of the
initial edition thirty-one years ago. GADE published the GADE Guide again in 1987, 1990 and 1993 with
roughly the same number of programs listed, though by 1993 the GADE Guide also listed Canadian
members and an additional 15 new programs in the development stage. By the time of the publication
of the fifth edition in 2003, there were 73 social work doctoral programs, including 64 in the United
States, 7 in Canada and 2 in Israel. In 2003, the number of DSW programs had decreased to three, as
many DSW programs existing in 1985 had converted to PhD programs. GADE ceased publication of the
GADE Guide after 2003 with the widespread availability of information about doctoral programs on the
Internet.

Thirteen years later, GADE has resumed publication of the GADE Guide to help prospective students,
current students, social work faculty and others learn about the current characteristics of social work
doctoral programs in a unified format. The intention is to provide a brief overview of the various
doctoral programs, and those wishing to learn more about the programs can go directly to the websites
of the individual programs. Thanks to all GADE members who provided information about their doctoral
programs and wrote the program descriptions.

As of 2016, there are 92 social work doctoral programs in GADE (both PhD and DSW), coming from 86
different social work doctoral programs. There are 82 doctoral program members in the United States, 9
in Canada, and one in Israel. The composition of social work doctoral programs in GADE has changed
significantly since 2003. There are now 82 PhD programs and 10 DSW programs from GADE member
institutions. Doctoral programs have continued to evolve, and PhD and DSW programs are now quite
distinct, when in the past there was much overlap between the two types of degrees.

In the field of social work, PhD programs are primarily research degrees, though several PhD programs
have a strong clinical component. Overall, PhD programs have intensified their research training in the
past several decades, and new developments in the field, such as the increasing importance of evidence-
based practice, and new initiatives, such as the Academy of Social Work and Social Welfare’s Grand
Challenges for Social Work, have increased the emphasis on rigorous research and science in social work
PhD programs. Those interested in the PhD in social work should be sure to review the latest version of
the Quality Guidelines for Ph.D. Programs in Social Work, which GADE last published in 2013. A
committee of GADE members developed the 2013 version of the quality guidelines based on an
extensive review of scholarship in doctoral education, as well as a national survey of social work faculty,
administrators and PhD students. Many social work PhD programs use the Quality Guidelines for both
designing and evaluating their PhD programs, though the guidelines are not proscriptive. The Quality
Guidelines can be found on the GADE website: www.gadephd.org.

The DSWs that have arisen since the publication of the last GADE Guide are much different from their
predecessors of the 1950s, 1960s and 1970s, which were often indistinguishable from PhDs. The new
DSW degrees are practice doctorates, geared toward providing social work practitioners with advanced
training in social work practice and leadership. The first of the new DSW programs started admitting
students in 2007, and most began admitting students within the past five years. While DSW programs
vary considerably in emphasis, most take approximately three years to complete and involve some type
of culminating project, whether capstone project, portfolio, thesis or dissertation. The Council on Social
Work Education is in the process of developing an accreditation process for the DSW Programs in the
United States.

This latest version of the GADE Guide includes information on the program characteristics from the 89
doctoral programs that provided detailed program information for inclusion in the GADE Guide. The
GADE Guide also contains a comprehensive, updated bibliography on scholarly articles, books and
monographs about doctoral education in social work.

The Group for the Advancement of Doctoral Education in Social Work (GADE) was founded by a group of
doctoral faculty in the late 1970s who were committed to doctoral education in social work and wanted
an independent organization to focus on exclusively on social work doctoral education. The current
mission of GADE is to promote rigor in doctoral education in social work, focusing on preparing scholars,
researchers, and educators who function as stewards of the discipline.

The purposes of GADE are to:

promote excellence in doctoral education in social work;

advance the quality of research conducted by doctoral students;

represent and promote the interests and concerns of social work/social welfare doctoral programs
within academic departments, schools, universities, and in the larger profession;

provide opportunities and structures for networking and information exchange among members
regarding curriculum development and all aspects of educational administration and program
implementation;

stimulate the development of effective and innovative educational strategies;

support the success and professional development of diverse doctoral students and promote
recognition of their achievements and contributions;

Baylor's PhD program is designed to develop leaders and educators who can
lead visionary social work education or service programs and conduct
original research addressing the complex social issues of our world. The
program provides a distinctive focus on the integration of religion and faith
with the ethics, values and practices of the social work profession.

The aim of the Ph.D. program in Social Work at Boston University is to prepare
the next generation of social work and social welfare scholars and leaders to
address the complex social challenges of the 21st century. Building upon the
School’s robust commitment to social justice and empowerment of historically
marginalized and vulnerable populations, the Program will provide rigorous
training in the theory, methods, and values of the social work profession. The
Program significantly broadens the reach and impact of our graduates through an
emphasis on research methods and interdisciplinary linkages to other social and behavioral sciences. The
Program includes a 63-credit plan with coursework to be completed in four semesters (two years) of full-
time study. To promote significant development of student competency, the Program will require 16 credit
hours in core social work courses, credit hours in research methods courses including focus on both
quantitative and qualitative approaches, 8 credit hours in teaching methods and training, and 12 elective
credit hours in an interdisciplinary specialization of the student’s choosing. In support of 5-years of
graduate study, Boston University offers a generous funding package which, in addition to a stipend,
includes a scholarship covering tuition and fees.

We offer a research- and theory-based Ph.D. in social work. Six research
courses and three theory courses are required. We also require a course in
pedagogy. Two of the twelve courses in the program are electives. The six
research courses include two courses in qualitative analysis, two in research
design, and two in data analysis. We have full tuition remission and also give
stipends (without work requirements) to those students who attend the program.

No clinical
practicum is required. A total of 45 credits (15 courses) are required for graduation.
Other requirements include the teaching practicum, research practicum, and the
successful completion of the dissertation. In addition, a written and oral
comprehensive exam, and the submission of an empirical paper to a peer reviewed scientific journal is
required. The journal article submission demonstrates students' expertise in a substantive area, and must
be completed before progress into the dissertation seminar. The comprehensive exam and paper
submission usually occur before the end of summer between the second and third years of study. The
dissertation requirement can be demonstrated through a traditional format, or a three-manuscript option.
Students, therefore, have the opportunity to graduate with a minimum of four peer-reviewed publications.
Students are expected to complete the program, including defense of the dissertation, in 4 - 6 years.

The curriculum is designed to accomplish three objectives: 1)To enable students to acquire a core of
advanced knowledge of social work practice theory, social policy, research methods, and statistics; 2) To
permit students to obtain specialized knowledge in areas of their own choosing; and 3) To facilitate the
contribution of students to knowledge-building and education in social work and social welfare.

The program of study consists of 36 credit hours of course work. Required courses include four
proseminars and two statistics courses. Two courses are taken outside the School of Social Welfare,
which along with electives and optional internships in teaching, practice, and research, enable students to
develop further their own individualized interests. Other requirements include in computer skills, a
qualifying examination, a doctoral essay, a predissertation research requirement, and a dissertation.

The University of Pittsburgh has one of the oldest and most well respected
social work doctoral programs in the United States. Our full time program is
highly competitive and we accept 6-8 students each year. The students we
accept are fully funded with tuition and stipend support for four years of
study. Tuition support includes health insurance, and we have a wonderful
Social Work Library which is part of the University’s Library System. The
doctoral program is open to applicants who have demonstrated intellectual
capacity, critical thinking skills, and potential for research and scholarship. Doctoral students are supported
in years 1 and 2 by research-based Graduate Student Assistantships (GSAs), and in years 3 and 4 by
Teaching Assistantships (TAs).
